* Balance due at time of pickup will include but are not limited to remaining balance, any extra days of training and/or board, owner lessons, vet incidentals including medications, trimming or shoeing, etc..
 
It is understood that Clinton Anderson will not be doing the personal training but that one of his apprentices will be doing the actual training under his direct supervision.  Owners can contact their Downunder Horsemanship apprentice after the first 2 weeks of training and two week intervals after that to check on their horses progress or ask any questions if the owner so desires.  We ask owners not to call Downunder Horsemanship to request updates at other times than these as it is impossible for our office staff to answer those questions and we feel that 2 weeks is sufficient time for the trainers to make progress and be able to relate that progress. If Downunder Horsemanship has any questions or concerns in the meanwhile they will call the owner.  We ask again that you only call every 2 weeks to ask questions and check progress. During the 8 week program, the apprentice will work with the horse on series 1, 2, and 3 of our groundwork and riding DVD’s.  It should be understood that each horse is unique in mentality, ability, and experience.  Consequently, the degree to which the horse progresses through the program depends on the individual.  The owner will be required to take a lesson before leaving with the horse.  The lesson will last between 3 and 4 hours and will include a demonstration by the apprentice showing how the horse has progressed.  The apprentice will also work one on one with you and your horse teaching exercises both on the ground and under saddle.  The date and time of the lesson will be set up and confirmed with you by the apprentices.  This lesson is required as part of the package and we feel is necessary to continue with your training of the horse when you get home.   
It is our goal that your training experience with your horse be a positive one and that you and your horse to continue learning and progressing when you get home.  In order to insure that your follow-up training remains as trouble free as possible, we recommend that you purchase our groundwork and riding videos, starting with series 1, as well as our basic training tools such as the rope halter, 14 ft lead, and Handy Stick.  It is our belief that you will get out of this program exactly what you put into it and your personal study and practice of our techniques and theories will further benefit you and your horse once you’ve arrived home.   We also recommend that you continue the training with your horse as much as possible during the first few weeks at home.  It is imperative that you feed your horse plenty of hay, no grain, and work them a great deal during these weeks in order to ensure that your horse’s transition goes as smoothly as possible.
Clinton and his apprentices have a demanding travel and filming schedule throughout the year.  This may have an impact on your horse’s training program.  Due to these circumstances, we may require that your horse stay for an extra period of time in which you will not be charged for training but will be required to pay a daily board fee of $13.50.  We feel this is a necessary measure in order to ensure that your horse will receive the proper amount of training during its stay at our facility.  We therefore ask that you remain as flexible as possible regarding this matter and we thank you in advance for your understanding and you’re complying with these issues.
$400 is due at time of accepted contract and an additional $400 at the time the owner brings the horse to Downunder Horsemanship.  $800 is due within 30 days of the time of drop off of the horse with the remaining balance of owner lessons and miscellaneous expenses due at time of pickup.    Horses will not be released until all expenses are paid in full. The owner grants a possessory lein against the horse in training to Downunder Horsemanship for the value of any unpaid services rendered by Downunder Horsemanship.  Should such charges go unpaid Downunder Horsemanship will be entitled to exercise the right to enforce this lien according to the laws of the state.  Owners and Downunder Horsemanship if agreeable can terminate the training agreement with the owners paying Downunder Horsemanship for all training fees and expenses incurred up to the termination date.  After all fees have been paid in full the agreement would be concluded. 

 

Owners will need to provide Downunder Horsemanship with a current veterinarian health certificate, worming and immunization record and negative coggins papers and brought to Downunder Horsemanship at the time of delivery of the horse.  Should a horse become sick or injured, Downunder Horsemanship will attempt to contact the owner immediately, if owner is unavailable and Downunder Horsemanship feels measures need to be taken immediately for the horse’s safety or well being Downunder Horsemanship is authorized to request the service of a vet to give any attention that appears or is deemed necessary.  The Owner WILL BE responsible for these expenses.  

 

At the time of pick up when the owner takes their lesson they will be either required to wear their helmet or sign a release waiver releasing Downunder Horsemanship of any liabilities if injury should occur.  Downunder Horsemanship is not responsible for any damage, injury or theft to the owner’s horse, tack, equipment or trailer.  The owner if so choosing should carry his own personal property insurance policy.  As Downunder Horsemanship’s facility provides adequate and reasonable levels of safety it is understood that each horse is unique and Downunder Horsemanship will not guarantee the results or degree to which the horse will be trained.  Owners also need to understand that the training of a horse can place the horse above normal stress both physically and mentally and Downunder Horsemanship is not responsible for the results of the reasonable levels of stress which could potentially cause injury, illness, and /or loss of horse by death.  Owner agrees to at all times maintain adequate accident/medical insurance to cover owner or persons taking the required lesson on the horse at the Downunder Horsemanship facility.   If owner or person being trained is a minor then all parents, legal guardians or authorized agent for said minor must sign all release agreements holding Downunder Horsemanship harmless of any damage or injury.
